LSB students have remote access for EBSCOhost. 

 
EBSCOhost can be accessed via the World Wide Web from any PC, Mac or networked 
terminal supported by the following Web browsers: Microsoft® Internet Explorer 6.0 or 
later, Firefox 2.0 or later, and Safari 2.0 or later.  Recommended minimum screen 
resolution: 1024x768.  
 
To access EBSCOhost from your home computer, type in this URL:

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EBSCOhost  Instructions 
 
The library has a subscription to EBSCOhost, an online reference system that offers a 
variety of proprietary full text databases that abstract and index over 3000 journals and 
newspapers, as well as full text articles for over 2000 journals and newspapers.  Our 
subscription to EBSCOhost consists of eight databases: 
 
Academic Search Elite.  
“Academic institutions worldwide depend on this database as their core resource of 
scholarly information. Academic Search Elite contains full text for more than 2,000 
journals, including more than 1,550 peer-reviewed titles. This multi-disciplinary 
database covers virtually every area of academic study. More than 140 journals have 
PDF images back to 1985. This database is updated on a daily basis via EBSCOhost.”    
 Always select Academic Search Elite in addition to the other databases. 
 
Business Source Elite 
“This business database provides full text for nearly 1,100 business publications, 
including full text for nearly 500 peer-reviewed business publications. The rich collection 
of titles in Business Source Elite provides information dating back to 1985. This database 
is updated on a daily basis via EBSCOhost.  ”  
 
GreenFILE 
“In keeping with our commitment to environmental consciousness, EBSCO proudly 
offers GreenFILE, a freely accessible research database focusing on the relationship 
between human beings and the environment, with well-researched but accessible 
information on topics ranging from global warming to recycling to alternate fuel sources 
and beyond. Comprised of scholarly and general interest titles, as well as government 
documents and reports, GreenFILE offers a unique perspective on the positive and 
negative ways humans affect the ecology. Drawing on the connection between the 
environment and disciplines such as agriculture, education, law, health and technology, 
GreenFILE will serve as an informative resource for anyone concerned about the issues 
facing our planet. GreenFILE’s initial release will include A&I for more than 600 titles, 
including comprehensive coverage – from to volume 1, issue 1 to present – for 
Bioscience (back to 1964), Conservation Biology (back to 1987), i>Journal of Ecology 
(back to 1913) and Journal of Environmental Planning & Management (back to 1948). 
The total number of records is approximately 295,000, and full text is provided for more 
than 4,600 records from open access titles.”

LISTA  
EBSCO Publishing is proud to provide the Library, Information Science & Technology 
Abstracts (LISTA) database as a free resource to anyone interested in libraries and 
information management. This world-class bibliographic database provides coverage on 
subjects such as librarianship, classification, cataloging, bibliometrics, online information 
retrieval, information management and more. Delivered via the EBSCOhost platform, 
LISTA indexes nearly 600 periodicals plus books, research reports, and proceedings. 
With coverage dating back to the mid-1960s, it is the oldest continuously produced 
database covering the field of information science.

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To find an article on EBSCOhost: 
 
Select a database to search: 
 
Search the Academic Search Elite, Business Source Elite, GreenFile, Health Source: 
Nursing/Academic Edition , Health Source - Consumer Edition, or Regional Business 
News databases by clicking on the appropriate box.  To select more than one database to 
search, click on the boxes next to the appropriate databases. To select all of the databases, 
click the Select All button. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

 

 

Click on Continue to reach the Advanced Search with Guided Style Find Fields 
screen to begin your search. In this window you will type your search terms and place 
limiters to refine your search strategy. The Advanced Search Screen with Guided-Style 
fields offers keyword searching, search history and limiters to help you focus your 
search. For more specific or complex searches, use the Advanced Search function; 
searching can be done by combining topic terms, author, article title, or source.  Some 
databases provide a suggest subject terms feature you can use to map your search terms 
to appropriate terms in a thesaurus.

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To use Advanced Search with Guided Style Find Fields: 
 
1. On the Advanced Search Screen, enter your search terms in the first Find field. 
 

 
 
2. Choose the search field from the optional Select a Field drop-down list (for example 
       search in only Subject terms field of the citation). Repeat steps one and two for each  
       additional set of Find fields. 
3. Select a Boolean operator (AND, OR, NOT) to combine the two (or more) search fields.

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Limiters  
 

·  You may limit your search to articles within a specific periodical by typing in the 
magazine's title. 

·  You may limit the dates of publication by choosing a span of time.  
·  You may select your articles based on length by limiting the number of pages 

using the drop down menu and selecting all, equal to, less than, or greater than 
and the number of pages desired. An article critique should have at least four 
pages of text, excluding graphics. To select articles of four pages or longer, pull 
down greater than and type 3 in the Number of Pages field. 

 
Searching Tips 

Click on  adjacent to the 
Search Clear

 buttons for strategies to enhance your search.  

Boolean Operators 

And - combines search terms so that each search result contains all of the terms. For 
example, students and plagiarism finds articles that contain both terms. 

Or - combines search terms so that each search result contains at least one of the terms. 
For example, students or plagiarism finds results that contain either term. 

Not - excludes terms so that each search result does not contain any of the terms that 
follow it. For example, students not plagiarism finds results that contain 
the term students but not the term plagiarism. 

Grouping Terms Together Using Parentheses  

Parentheses also may be used to control a search query. Without parentheses, a search is 
executed from left to right. Words that you enclose in parentheses are searched first. Why 
is this important? Parentheses allow you to control and define the way the search will be 
executed. The left phrase in parentheses is searched first; then, based upon those results, 
the second phrase in parentheses is searched.  

Generalized Search: boys or girls and sports or activities 

Focused Search: (boys or girls) and (fitness or health) 

In the first example, the search will retrieve everything on boys or girls fitness as well as 
everything on health, whether or not the articles refer to boys or girls. 

In the second example, we have used the parentheses to control our query to only find 
articles about fitness or health that reference boys or girls.  

Using Quotation Marks: Typically, when a phrase is enclosed by double quotations 
marks, the exact phrase is searched. This is not true of phrases containing stop words.  

Stop words include commonly used words such as articles (a, an, the), pronouns (he, she, 
it, you) and prepositions (of, on, with, etc.). 
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Viewing Search Results 
The results are displayed in groups of 50 with the total number of results noted. The 
default display is Date, a chronological listing of the results in descending order. You 
may select to display the results in order of relevance to your search by clicking on the 
drop down menu of Sort by: and selecting Relevance.  You may also sort by Source to 
cluster all articles from each publication or by Author for all articles written by each 
author.

When the PDF view is displayed, the article opens in Adobe Acrobat Reader. To print or 
save the article, use the print/save capability available from the Reader. You can also 
return to the citation view, add the article to your personal folder, e-mail the article, refine 
the search, or return to the result list by using the available icons or links.

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Visual Search 

Visual Search allows you to search efficiently across broad subjects, and then returns a 
visual map of results, organized by topic. You can switch between Result List styles at 
any time by selecting either Block or Column style from the Display style menu.  
 

1. Click the Visual Search link, and then enter your search term(s) in the Find field. 

 
2. If you want to use any optional Limiters or Expanders, click the More Options 

link. You can use a specific search mode, such as “Find all of my search terms” 
or “SmartText Searching”; apply Limiters such as Publication Type, 
Published Date, or Number of Pages; or use search options that expand your 
search, such as “Apply Related Words.” 

3. To close Search Options, click the link again. 
4. Click Search. Your search results are displayed in columns or blocks. To follow a 

path, click on the subject (or publication) name. Your results are narrowed even 
further.  

5. Results Sorting Options – To see different ways to group, sort or filter your 
search click any of the buttons above the Result List.  

 

 
 
6. To view the full text of the article, click the More link at the bottom of the 

citation. The summary window will expand to display the full article. 
7. Use Collect Articles area to drag and drop articles that are of interest. Click the 

Add to Folder link. The articles will be added to the session folder or your 
personal folder if you are signed in to My EBSCOhost Folder. You may also add 
articles to your folder from the full text screen by clicking on the Add to Folder 
icon. 
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Saving Results to Your Personal Folder 
 
You may establish a private storage folder by signing into My EBSCOhost. This folder 
will retain all the searches you perform so that you can return to them at any time. This is 
a particularly useful feature if you are selecting information for a research paper. To 
establish a free account for My EBSCOhost, click on the Sign In to My EBSCOhost  link on 
the Utility Toolbar and select the I’m a new user  link. 
 

 
 
Make sure to keep a record of your User Name 
and Password!

If you have added articles to the session folder and then signed in to your personal folder, 
all of the selected articles will be saved in your personal folder.
